Terms and Conditions

Information on how to enter and prizes forms part of these terms and conditions. By participating in the Promotion, you agree to be bound by these terms and conditions. 
Entry

1. For Australian residents, the Promotion commences at 12:01am AEST/AEDST on 29th May 2025 and ends, for mail entries, with the last mail received on 27th June 2025 and, for online entries, at 11:59pm AEST/AEDST on 27th June 2025. For New Zealand residents, the entire Promotion commences on 2nd June 2025 and ends for online entries at 11:59pm AEST/AEDST on 23rd June 2025. 
2. Entry is open to Australian residents age 18 years or over who purchase from an authorised outlet (or receive as part of a subscription) Take 5 Issue 22 2025 and to New Zealand residents who purchase from an authorised outlet (or receive as part of a subscription) Lucky Break Issue 22 2025. Draw and award of prize
